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....Accordingly, the impugned orders dated 17.06.2025 (Annexure P-1) as
well as 25.06.2025 (Annexure P-1A) so far as they relate to petitioner
and private respondent, are set aside. The matter is remitted back to
the respondents to pass a fresh order. The respondents are at liberty to
pass afresh order, mentioning the administrative exigency, which
warrants the transfer of the petitioner and private respondent. The
petitioner as well as the private respondent are permitted to work
against the post against which they were working prior to the issuance
of the impugned orders of transfer till fresh orders of transfer are
passed as per this order.The writ petition is accordingly disposed of.
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
